THE CLUB’S PRESIDENT

MAJOR GENERAL NICK VAUX
CB DSO DL

42 Commando, to the South Atlantic — Quick March
The famous order by Lieutenant Colonel Nick Vaux,Ryril 1982

Nick Vaux enlisted in the Royal Marines in 1954dartaking the Royal Marine Commando
officer training course joining 45 Commando as addd Lieutenant at a period of great
activity. After undertaking various roles in var®eommando units and in Royal Marine
shore establishments Vaux served with the Marinesea. In 1963 he trained and
commanded a detachment of Royal Marines for seaceein HMS Ursa. Ursa was an anti-
submarine frigate which was stationed in the Ca@bbduring the Cuban Missile Crisis.
As Second in Command of 42 Commando Vaux also woalertours of duty in Northern
Ireland during the 1970s.

Nick was a noted expert on Mountain and Arctic \Weef(M & AW). After he qualified in
the field he experienced a number of winter deplemyts to North Norway before becoming
a specialist adviser to the US Marine Corps (USMCY1979. In 1981 Vaux received a
commendation from the USMC "for his fine work innggiling a Cold Weather Handbook"
for them.

When the Argentineans invaded South Georgia andFdidand Islands in March 1982
Nick was the Lieutenant Colonel commanding 42 (prorted four-two) Comando, who
were based in Bickleigh, Devon, and had just retdrirom Arctic Warfare Training in
Norway to annual leave. The Director of Logistic&l dAdministration of Commando Forces
called Vaux and informed him that an Argentine Biwa was expected and that his unit
were being recalled. Nick himself was preparindlyamut to America and many of his men
were abroad; some had even planned to get marhddtwn leave. Almost every member
of the unit had returned for duty within three dayke unit had to hurriedly unpack from
their exercises in Norway and repack in preparatdight in the Falklands.

Nick's commando unit was one of three - 40, 42 45d- which formed 3 Commando
Brigade. The Brigade sailed with the Task Force Wauld engage the Argentinean Navy
and Air Force, and retake the islands by an ampbsiattack. The Royal Marines
Commando Units were perfect for this type of ogemtand had been training in
amphibious operations since they were created indNWvar Two. Nick considers the M &

AW experience amongst the Royal Marines in 198%hdwe significantly contributed to

success in the adverse conditions of winter irFdlkland Islands.



Minus much equipment still on passage from Norwiy/Commando travelled south in SS
Canberra. With the ship's decks stripped out anticdper landing pads replacing
swimming pools, Canberra carried more than 3,0Qfbps aboard from 42 and 40
Commando, and 3 Parachute Regiment. They useddineepade deck, a continuous 400m
loop around the ship, from 0700-2300 daily for d#s training, building up to 9 mile speed
marches with equipment in 90 minutes and 20 mikd lcarriage marches, in boots of
course! Aboard Canberra they also used their timk prveparing for the task and training in
areas such as weapons handling, radio procedwld, draft, medical training, survival
techniques and aircraft recognition.

Nick co-ordinated two major actions in the Falklar@ampaign - the taking of Mount Kent
and the attack on Mount Harriet. Taking Mount Keras crucial. It would gain the high
ground so that British Forces could coordinatecataon the mountain ranges still held by
the Argentineans. The troops had to cram into g#ledpters without seats or seat belts, on
top of missiles, bombs, grenades and ammunitiaerjfged rations, sleeping bags and fuel
in order to take spare batteries and surveillareacds. After taking Mount Kent Nick's
next objective was to capture Mount Harriet to gdia advantage in the Falklands War.
After days and nights of reconnaissance, the cordosgparrying loads in excess of 100 Ib,
with permanently wet feet, often with only brackigiater to drink, and sometimes without
rations and sleeping bags, in rain, sleet, snowjeafits and gale force winds, and a
desperate shortage of helicopters, Nick plannaedha hook to take the Argentinians in their
rear and, in co-ordinated night attacks with 45 @@mndo and 3 Para the operation was
recognised as the decisive action of this campdijok was awarded a Distinguished
Service Order for his part in the Falklands Was €ltation reads —

“The excellent plan, executed with verve and dagld® Commando, was the work of the
Commanding Officer, Lieutenant Colonel Vaux.”

Nick and his unit travelled back to SouthamptorS&Canberra and arrived back to a hero's
welcome. In his sumptuous stateroom in which helbadriated on the passage south Nick
had his first shower in 30 days.

Nick left 42 Commando in 1983 after he gained probomoto the rank of Colonel, and in
1986 he attended the Royal College of Defence &udavhich gained him the qualifications
required to attain the rank of General and to I€athbined Forces operations. He gained
promotion to Major General Commando Forces RM irB71%nd was appointed a
Companion of the Bath before retiring from the Goirp1990.

In his second career Nick Vaux set up and managednsber of security companies in

Russia and the Gulf and was an advisor to the HoisBommons Defence Committee.

He is President of the Royal British Legion in Dayas Chairman of Exeter Racecourse
and is a Deputy Lieutenant of Devon. His interests his family, racing, travel, and

training gun dogs.

He is also committed to supporting the next gemaraif farmers and rural workers through
his involvement with Bicton College, the land andvieonment-based establishment at
nearby East Budleigh. He has been a governor 4i86é and is looking forward to a new
collaboration with Exeter College. A strategic alice is being forged between the two
colleges, working towards providing a strong anderie partnership for sustainable
education in Devon.

He is a Vice-President of Devon Young Farmers’ €labd is a Trustee of FACE (Farming
and Countryside Education), a national educatioaaipaign to help children find out more
about the countryside and where their food cona®.fr

In a prestigious ceremonial post, Sir John is thee\ ord-Lieutenant of Devon. He will
automatically take up the post of Lord-Lieutenahiew the present incumbent, Eric Dancer
CBE JP, relinquishes office. The office of Lordlienant dates from the reign of Henry
VIII when one of their main duties was musteringdbfighting forces: today the office is
that of the sovereign’s personal representativeviBusly Sir John served as the High
Sheriff of Devon in 2005.

Earlier Sir John was a Deputy Lieutenant of Devérose ancient duties included watch and
ward at the beacons which were kept ready and hgited to spread news of the Armada’s
approach.
