About half way into the course | madereor ¢hat would turn out to be fatal; | took a
bearing from a corner of a vegetation change tineais and accidently ran over the stream and
past the checkpoint. | got to the point where it | was but | must have run too far when a
stream appeared. | had taken the bearing sligldlyndthe stream so that | could run up to
checkpoint, so | did. After running up the streaom & while | caught up with someone on my
course who appeared to looking for the same chagekpe me. | decided | must have turned the
wrong way when | hit the river so | ran down thlaestway until | met a a fallen tree over the
stream. | checked the map to see if there wa®prike stream where | thought | was, and there
wasn't. | took a bearing to work out which rivérdd been running up and down for the past 10
minutes. After | had found out my correct location the map | turned around and saw the
checkpoint.

| have been orienteering for 4 years and have vdorkg way, slowly, up the colour coded
events. Harcombe was my second run on a Brownpriddous occasion being at a Compass
sports cup where nerves and confusion over codésdriptions got the better of me. Having had
a few good runs on Blue this year and an excetlemon Green at Mt Edgecumbe, | decided to
enter a Brown course to find out if | was up to thallenge.

Conditions on the day were challenging with a asldd and rain, but once running it was
easy to forget the cold. The course was very sedllup and the event well organised; Damian
Wilson and Bryan Smith did an excellent job. Ovenmay run was ok; | progressed well round
the course and found all the controls. Splitsbrowseeals where | lost time and after analysing
my course | think | lost time for three reasonsute choice, lack of confidence and one moment
of madness. | will discuss the significant mistaked also what | felt were achievements. | find
orienteering a lonely sport when running becausever know how well I'm doing or who is on
my course. However, | met Stuart Robertson in tag box, also running a Brown, so at a couple
of controls | could gauge for how quickly | was gressing. Later | was able to realise some of
my mistakes, particularly in route choice.

My first error was at control 7 where | picked theong vegetation boundary and ended up
looping round to find the control. A fleeting glanef Stuart through the trees, whom | had passed
earlier, let me know | had lost time. | caughteéBtwp again at control 8 which we found together
then took off ahead of him. Splitsbrowser demaites that my choice of route to find 14 —
following the vegetation boundary instead of pickihe path through the trees, lost time. This
mistake was repeated at control 18 where | chos$elltw a path instead of using my compass
through the woods from the stream at 17. Agaiterafontrol 19 | chose to leave the forest and
run up a path towards control 20. This seemed uidics when | explained it to Stuart later,
especially as the direct route would have passettalos and therefore familiar ground. The
basis of all these mistakes is a lack of confideinceny ability to follow a compass through
woods, made worse by the knowledge | was competing Brown for the first time. | often find
at woodland events | am lured back onto solid pathsre navigation and running are easier when
a dash through the trees would be quicker.

After control 22 | had a moment of madness, glamcih my map and compass when
approaching the control and leaving it 180! inwhreng direction. Once the map stopped making
sense | looped back and made it to control 23|dstita lot of time. | have made bizarre mistakes
like this at the end of courses and am sure thatfiom a combination of fatigue and lack of
concentration as the finish is in sight.

My greatest fear in orienteering is navigating bytours (Wheal Franco for instance) but on
this course | found controls 1, 2, 10 and 11 redd§i easy. In woodland there were extra clues
and navigation wasn'’t entirely by contour but | wasased that | could follow the map to the
control. | was also pleased with my pacing andedpaver the ground, a few longer runs over
Christmas meant | felt fitter and able to run aagligate at a controlled pace.

Back at Download | met up with Stuart again, a féaces in front of me in the queue and |
realised the cost of my mistakes; Splitsbrowsefinos that had | not made the mistake after 22
| would have beaten him.

From this run | have learnt to be bolder with myteochoice and trust my compass through
woodland whilst maintaining concentration righthe end of the course.

the network of army roads. The medium course nshened off at control 3 (East Mill Tor),

and missed the extra loop that we had on the longse.

As we turned from the'Scontrol and headed back in the direction of thesfi, we had another
big haul up to Belstone Tor, so | myself to eataergy bar. At the top | stopped to chat to a
walker out with his dog, relieved that | was headdack towards the finish, with the worst of the
climb behind me. Due to this thought, or perhapmfthe extra energy from the food that | had
just consumed, | managed to push on strongly fioenet onwards, and overtook several people
over the last controls.

This race is not meant to be a technical orientgegvent, so the controls were not too difficult
to find, but could still catch you out if not canéf | enjoy these kind of events events where your
route choice is the most important, and you hawve tio relax and enjoy the scenery, without
having your head stuck in the map all the way roufige only part | found difficult was the route
to the last control, below the dam, by which tinveds too tired to think straight.

Congratulations to Nigel for another great event] #or Steve for his help. The event attracts
many non- orienteers, who might hopefully try oteevents. | would recommend it to anyone
who hasn't tried it before, but don’t expect suemide conditions as this year.

I'd missed the Oxford City Race last year due ¢taghing event that was taking place near
the home of some friends of mine from universiBrom what | learnt afterward, it'd been a
great success and | therefore made a point ofiegtthis year’s event. Since this would be
mostly road running | even purchased a new paiuiofing shoes from Ultrasport the week be-
fore.

Parking in Oxford is difficult at the best of timdst alone on a Saturday morning, so com-
petitors were advised to use the Water Eaton parld&-normally one of the quieter park-&-
rides, except on city race day when the bus wakaobwith “O” folk, sporting Kim Sacs and
VJ o-shoes. The start, finish and assembly area ime¢he Oxford University Parks: a decent
sized park with many different sports pitches dbtsound as well as a number of copses, flow-
er beds and the ilk.

The weather was overcast and not particularly wéirhat least it wasn'’t raining as there
weren’t many club shelters put up except for dowdland registration. It seemed to warm up
considerably by the start time though. The map A&sized at 1:5000, covering the north of
Oxford city centre, and the course consisted af@dgnix of park and street running. The pre-
vious year’s event had covered the area southegbdink. The controls were the emit flat board
type where you touch your emit brick to centrehaf board, and as | was to discover sometimes
hidden well" My tactics were to run more on themwpgtreets where the public see you, and
slow down going through the quieter streets, cekegnd alleyways where there was no-one
watching"

From the start | had a nice open run across the paclear view of everybody: so-much for
my planning then" Control 1 proved to be a teddeund what | thought was the correct alley-
way but no control so | ran a little further andativered my second control, so back to the first
alleyway where found the control hiding behind rgéabin. Legs 2, 3, and 4 had a nice little run
along some first-story walkways and then it wasktmaross the University parks and north into
Park End and a nice little loop around St Hughltege before running down towards Jericho.
There was a nice little leg here where | optedtierrun along the canal, with the small foot-
bridge at the end near control 13. | had thouight this cunning route choice wasn’t obvious
and | didn’t notice anyone else on it, but the egaidget entries show some others noticed it as
well.

Passing through Jericho | intended to take a saflelf way opposite the Oxford University
Press building into Somerville College, but fouhd gate closed so had to go around the block
to the other entrance, which was marshalled. peeisthis was a late change. The course than
ran north past the Radcliffe hospital and into @reellege, before crossing the road to St
Anne’s college, where | had a little entertainmieritying to find my way out again, before go-
ing back in into the park for the finish.

All in all it was a very enjoyable run, and yeslid run all of it, which surprised even me"

USING GPS IN ORIENTEERING
by James Head (M35)
Devon OC & Thames Valley OC

A few months ago | acquired a Garmin Forerunner@BS unit from a friend, and I've been
using quite regularly since, hashing, cycling, hgkand other things. I'd not considered wearing
it during an orienteering competition, despite sgei few other people using them, as I'd thought
that it would be inconsistent with the rule thagadiows any electronic aid to navigation. That's
changed now though, as BO have stated in a reopgtaf Focus that a GPS device can be taken
on a course, just so long as its not used as ga@mal aid. With that in mind I've written this
piece here to show you how I've been using it.

The 301 is part of a family of Forerunner brandeckivers from Garmin, intended for sports
use, and has a USB cable connection to a computgois can download run histories from the
device to your computer, and upload courses taldvice.

To be honest | prefer the 301 to the newer, aneéraccurate, 305 since | like the Velcro strap
compared to the rubber watch strap the 305 ushs.rdbber straps on watches that I've owned
have always been weak, and broken after a coupyeafs of use. This isn’t something that
you’d want happening to a GPS unit costing arout@DE

I've been using mine primarily to keep a recordwdfere I've been running, just out of
interest, but it's been nice to see how well I"ezb doing as well.

The Forerunner came with its own software for damading and recording run histories
although | needed to download the updated versiom fthe Garmin website to get the UK
mapping. Even then the UK mapping can only be ritesd as sparse and inaccurate: one
track-log showed me crossing a busy dual-carriagemreere in reality I'd remained on one side.
The latest version (November 2007) does have thiitfato export runs to Google Earth,
although the other two methods I'm covering herehi® a lot better in my opinion.

The first is a Garmin sponsored website: motionthalseép://www.motionbased.com/This
site lets you sign up for free and then uploadaien activities from your device to the site. |If
you add more than ten then your older activiti@h@raccessible until you start paying, although
only I expect only serious athletes get the fulidfé of a subscription. The free-subscription is
good enough for you to see your route superimposea Google map or satellite view. There’s
a link here for you to download your track into @@Earth where you can store it permanently
on your own computer.

The second alternative is an open-source programlledca Sporttracks:
http://www.zonefivesoftware.com/SportTracksrhis is free, though can pay a voluntary dona-
tion of your choosing if you find the program udefuNhereas the Garmin Training Centre
software only works with Garmin USB receivers, Spacks has the facility to import data from
a variety of different receivers, serial and USB.

Sportstracks has a facility for recording the emeépt used on an activity which is useful for
seeing if those “1000mile” items of clothing redilye up to the claims of the brand name, or for
comparing brands of o-shoes. Funny how | alwagsns® wear out the right shoe and end up
with loads of wearable left shoes — but that's haostory"

Sporttracks also gives you a view of your routa iBoogle map or satellite image which can
again export to Google Earth.

Lastly, the popular “routegadget” service has thiéta to upload a GPS file that's been ex-
ported from either the Garmin Training Centre pamgy or Sporttracks. This doesn’t come in
automatically at the correct scale or position dierO-map though, and, even when scaling
and moving the route to fit the o-map isn’t todidiilt, it does take longer than it would be to
simply click your route, from scratch, using yououse.
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Carrying a GPS unit around a course has been maggesting. It's encouraged me to
run more and been useful to keep a record of wihexdeen and how well I've doing.
A friend recently asked me if all Orienteers wesenpulsive collectors, citing her husband’s
pile of old O-maps. | think the answer is, yeqj aarrying around a GPS is only going to make
it worst: but at least it doesn’t take up as myzhcs”
